False Police Alarms When a property has more than two
false alarms requiring a police response within a 12 month
period, the Sunfish Lake City Ordinance imposes a user fee
of $50 for the third false police alarm. A user fee for each
false police alarm of more than three within the 12 month
period is $100. Please review instructions for setting or
disarming alarm systems to avoid these charges and to
help reduce false police alarms.

Septic Pumping Residents must have their septic systems
pumped every three years. Dakota County records the
information provided by the company hired to pump
residential septic systems. Dakota County will send out

a reminder if a septic system has not been pumped.

Lake Access Permits For lakeshore residents who wish to
allow visitors lake access, visitors must carry a permission
slip signed by you. Forms are available at sunfishlake.org
under “permit forms” or through the West St. Paul Police
Department, 651-552-4200. Periodically, the WSP Police
and the DNR monitor our area to make sure visitors are
carrying permits. Remember, no motorized boats allowed.

Hi everyone, | have a few important tips to help you

have a safe summer outdoors! When outdoors, always stay

sky-aware and be prepared. Always tell an adult where you
go. Before going outside. spray the top of your head and
hair with sunscreen, and spray your socks and ankles with
bug-spray to ward off mosquitoes and ticks. Always check
for ticks after spending time outdoors. When in doubt,
don’t touch mushrooms or eat plants that you find, they
could be poisonous. Write down and keep a record of all
the new things you find or discover this summer!

If you or a family member gets stung by a bee, remove
the stinger. If you are allergic to bee stings, seek
emergency medical attention right away. It’s helpful to
carry an EpiPen (epinephrine auto-injector) in case
someone who is allergic may need to use it.
